In accordance with Texas Administrative Code, Title 30, Chapter 290.46(q) (1), this is notification to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality that a boil water notice has been issued by the City of Round Rock.  At approximately Time on Date, the City had to repair an 8-inch water main break; subsequently, water pressure fell below the 20 pounds per square inch (psi) requirement which resulted in water customers being without water.

Water samples were collected and analyzed at Time on Date, and the analytical test results were found to be negative for bacteria.  Once these results became available, a boil water dismissal notice was hand delivered to affected water customers.  A copy of the analytical test results along with a map of the affected area are attached for your file.
