Pre-settlement

The Torkawa are the earliest known “historical” Native American occu-
pants in the area. FLint working, hunting people who followed buffalo on
foot. 18th Century they made the transition to herse culture and used
Limited firearms.

Small numbers of Kiowa, Yojuane, Tawakoni and Mayeye Native Americans
are known to have lived in the county a the time of the earliest Anglo
settlements in the area.

After white settlements crowded out most Native American occupants,
the Comanches continued to raid settlements in the area until the
1860s,

1848 Harris Stagecoach Inn built.

Settlement of Brushy established. Renamed Round Rock in 1854
(Scarbrough 310),

May 27th, Brushy Creek Post Office in "old" Round Rock opened.

Anna Palm, sister-in-Law of Svante Palm, the Swedish vice-council appointed
to Texas. settled in Palm Valley with her six sons. Mr. Palm's partner, Svante
Swenson, purchased the Kenney Fort site and deeded it to his sister in late
December. The Palm Valley area of Round Rock is named after Anna Palm
(Scarbrough 169).

March 20th, Williamson County was divided into fourteen school districts.
James Boyce was selected to take charge of schools in the Round Rock
area (lbid),

August 24th, Brushy Creek Post Office was changed to Round Rock because
another Texas town had already claimed the name
(DiGesualdo and Thompson 226).

Many Swedes began to settle the Palm Valley area.

First high school opens, Greenwood Masonic Institute. r iy
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Many new bulldings constructed on Main Street. many due to arrival of
train and establishment of "New Town".

Train arrives, Intemational and Great Westemn Rallroad build Line into Round
Rock. most significant event in city's history. Established "New Town" where
most businesses moved.

July 18th, Sam Bass gunfight. Bass killed.

Round Rock College opens.

Austin White Lime opens.

Old Town and New Town referred to as just *Round Rock”, First fire station
built.

Round Rock Leader founded The well at the Mays & Main intersection
appears on Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps for first time.

farming and Cotton are main economy in the Round Rock.
Broom and factories open.

Mexican families arrive in Round Rock fleeing from civil
war. Many take jobs at white lime companies.

First City Council meeting held. First street Lights and
speed Limit signs installed, 12 MPH. Citizens voted to
incarporate a school district and construct new building
at current CD. Fulkes Middle School site.

Record flood on Brushy Creek, part of bridge washes away.

1917- 1935 Bathing beach.

Electric service comes to Round Rock, Texas Power and

Light and Telephone Company.

Suites Location).

Round Rock constructs first City water system and water

The US. enters WW 2 after Pearl Harbor was bombed.  With many men away
during the war the high school’s women softball team participated in Fire
Department Pumper Team Competitions and gained some fame during exhibition
matches for their outstanding performances.

World War 2 ends and many young men return to Round Rock to start family.
First of the baby boomers are born.

The "Austin® 512 telephone area code is created also covering Round Rock.
Mexican Schoolhouse closed, students transfer to Central Elementary.
Texas Baptist Children’'s Home founded by Henna family.

An interregional highway (Interstate 35) proposed to go through Taylor on it's
way from Dallas to Austin Round Rock leaders ask for it to be relocated
through Round Rock as Taylor didn't want it.

Dial telephones replace operators in Round Rock.

The Missouri Pacific Rail road took over the Intemational & Great Northern Railroad

Civil Rights Maverent begins.

Population of Round Rock explodes from 2,188 to 12,740 by 1980.

Round Rock Donuts, formerly Lone Star Bakery, opens at its current Location

Round Rock High School open at current campus location. Westinghouse Electric opens.

Domino players began playing under the tree at the Mobil Station after closing due to gas shortage.

US. Involvernent in Vietnam War ends. Cpl. Robert P. Hermandez is the only Vietnam War casualty from Round Rock. He was
awarded the Purple Heart, Vietnam Service Medal, Vietnam Campaign Medal. and the Navy Cross. A Round Rock Independent
School District Middle School was named after him in June 2010

Vander Clyde Broadway, a world famous female impersonator from Round Rock who performed all over the world and who came
to fame in Paris in the early 1900's passes away in Round Rock at the age of 74.

The 1974 horror movie cult classic, The Texas Chain Saw Massacre, partially fitmed in Round Rock.
Enrollment at RRHS grew from 855 to 1000.

Brushy Creek Municipal Utility District is formed.

Severe drought, citizens had to go without water. Many jobs moved away from Round Rock.
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Record flood on Brushy Creek.
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Interstate Highway built along Balcones fault Line through Round Rock.
