Cost for service is $25 for first five minutes and
$1 for each additional minute. Fee will appear
on City of Round Rock utility bill.

Brush must be piled along the curb, with limbs
no longer than 10 feet and free from
obstruction; fences, mailboxes, vehicles, etc.
and not under trees.

Residents with proof of Round Rock residency,
may load their own mulch (up to 2 cubic yards)
for free or opt to pay $10 for a BRC team
member to load the mulch for you

($5 for each additional cubic yard).

Residents may also opt for mulch delivery:

$50 for 5 cubic yards (minimum)
$100 for 10 cubic yards
